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Biodiversity ² Louise Mapstone, Alison Rasey, Karen Haysom, Katie Parsons 
 

Director of Conservation (Karen Haysom) 
 
Bats in Churches 
BCT was contacted in late December by a communications officer at the Church of England Diocesan Office 
in Ipswich.  She had heard about the campaign in which 38 Suffolk churches had lobbied for churches to be 
treated under the dwelling house defence in the Habitats Regulations.  The campaign was unsuccessful, and 
the campaigners had not appreciated that at that time the Habitats Regulations were under revision and the 
dwelling house defence was to be removed.  The assistant had heard that guidance for church personnel was 
being developed and she wished to publicise this to churches in the region.  We have now confirmed that 
guidance is being developed by Council for the Care of Churches in partnership with Natural England who are 
providing the technical component.  BCT will be given the opportunity to comment on the draft guidance.  
An article is likely to appear in the East Anglican magazine in early 2008.  We have commented on an early 
draft, but in line with earlier information circulated on this topic we remain interested in gathering further 
examples of churches who are positive about their bats, bat group ² church initiatives etc.  Following the 
publication of a previous quarterly report, useful information has been received from some local bat groups.  
Suffolk bat group and Natural England officers have been made aware. 
 
Bats as Indicators 
UK Biodiversity Indicators 
KH met with the UK Biodiversity Indicators project group in November to advance the candidate bat indicator 
for Biodiversity Indicators in your pocket (see http://www.jncc.gov.uk/page-3921 ).  The group is very positive 
about getting bat data into the indicator suite and this meeting focused on technical issues surrounding the 
text and statistical presentation of the indicator.  KH was requested to develop a draft text fiche and 
supporting Q & A suitable for presentation to the UK Biodiversity Standing Committee who will decide 
whether the bat indicator goes through. 
 
BTO international conference on migratory species indicators for climate change 
KH attended an international conference at University of Norwich focusing on developing global indicators to 
show the impacts of climate change on migratory species.  The meeting was hosted by BTO who lead a 
consortium including University of Aberdeen on this Defra funded contract.  The contract follows an earlier 
contract to produce a review on the potential impacts of climate change on migratory species.  Tony Hutson 
is employed by Aberdeen to develop the bat indicators.  The meeting took the format of small groups 
discussing and validating various proposed indicators to take forward.  The meeting provided the opportunity 
to make links with various authorities on indicators. 
 
Forestry Commission Open Habitats meeting 
KH attended this 2 day meeting in December.  Forestry Commission has committed to developing a 
deforestation strategy with the aim of restoring various open habitats such as lowland and upland heath, 
limestone pavement, grassland etc.  This meeting brought together FC staff with other interested bodies e.g. 
RSPB, BTO, National Trust, forestry business consultants etc to discuss the wide-ranging potential issues 
involved as a step towards developing the strategy.  Some organisations see this as the potential means to 
achieve the lowland heath Habitat Action Plan (HAP) target.  KH gave presentation on potential issues for 
bats, which drew on BCT materials, Frank Greenaway and Surrey bat group experience at Farnham Heath.  
Simon Pryor (FC) showed a strict timetable for the development of the strategy through 2008 (the project 
was postponed for a couple of years while FC prioritised compliance under Habitats Regulations).  The next 
stage of this project will be a further meeting in May 2008.

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LINK policy director meetings 
In October KH attended a LINK meeting of senior NGO staff to prioritise current and future issues and do a 
gap analysis of what biodiversity topics currently fall outside the wildlife and countryside LINK working 
groups. 
 
Seminars 
KH visited University of East Anglia to give a presentation on the National Bat Monitoring Programme for 
Applied Ecology and Conservation M.Sc. students as part of the Ecological Census and Survey techniques 
module.   
 
Project work 
Review of biodiversity delivery of Welsh agri-environment schemes 
This project is a desk study looking at how well the delivery of the Tir Gofal scheme is likely to meet the 
requirements of various example wildlife species.  KH and AR have met with project leaders (RSPB) during 
this quarter, developed a scoring matrix for 4 species and contributed to an interim report to the project 
funder Welsh Assembly Government. 
 
 New contracts undertaken 
Landscapes for Lesser Horseshoes (Phase 2). 
In the last BCT quarterly report we reported that BCT had submitted a tender for the above project to CCW.  
In early December we received official confirmation that BCT have been granted the contract.  ¯Landscapes 
for Lessers° aims to identify existing and novel solutions to addressing the threats that the lesser horseshoe 
bat faces in Wales today and to put in place systems to secure its future well-being.  Phase 2 is essentially a 
desk study to plan how initiatives undertaken in the Phase 1 Pembrokeshire pilot study could be rolled out 
across Wales, and a funding strategy.  LM, KH and JH will be the main participants in this contract. 
 
Developing a European bat indicator for SEBI 2010. 
In the last BCT quarterly report we reported that BCT had submitted a tender for the above project.  We have 
since been notified that we have been awarded this four month contract in partnership with ZSL who will 
deliver on objective 3 (an assessment of the capacity of GBIF data to provide data relevant to biodiversity 
indicators).  A preliminary phone meeting has been held with the contract manager who is based in Denmark.  
KH and LW will be the main participants in this contract, which will involve much correspondence with 
EUROBATs contacts. 
 
 

Biodiversity Officer (Louise Mapstone) 
 
Louise Mapstone (LM) took up her post on October 15th 2007. LM would like to take this opportunity to thank 
all at BCT for welcoming her to the team and especially Karen Haysom (KH), Katie Parsons (KP) and Alison 
Rasey (AR) for their support over the first few months. The following provides an update on work undertaken 
under this role over the last quarter of 2007. 
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Biodiversity Action Planning (BAP) 
 
The new ­habitats based approach® to Biodiversity Action Planning 
In this quarter it has become apparent that the government is proposing to change the arrangements for the 
delivery of conservation through the UK Biodiversity Action Plan (UK BAP) from mid 2009 onwards.  
 
Since the UK BAP was originally published in 1994, it has been delivered through a series of Habitat Action 
Plans (known as HAPs) and Species Action Plans (known as SAPs). A lead partner was identified for each HAP 
and SAP whose role was to co-ordinate conservation issues (via the establishment of relevant steering groups 
and work programmes), direct resources, manage publicity and report on their habitat or species. BCT is 
currently lead partner for the lesser horseshoe, barbastelle, bechsteins and soprano pipistrelle. The bat BAP 
steering group are likely to be the lead partner for the two new species: noctule and brown-long eared (on 
the new list of priority species adopted in August 2007, from which common pipistrelle and greater mouse-
eared bat have been removed).  
 
At this stage the new arrangements or ­forward process® as it is termed, are still being decided by Natural 
England (NE) and Defra. The aim is to make the process more ­habitat focused® whereby conservation actions 
for each UK BAP species are delivered through specific habitats where possible. Alternative approaches are 
available for those species that do not easily fit into such an approach. Currently this new ­forward process® is 
still at the development stage and NE are keen to receive input and suggestions on how the proposed 
changes could be used most effectively for conservation. 
 
BCT has attended a number of meetings and conferences relating to the proposed changes to the Biodiversity 
Action Planning (BAP) process. These include: 
 
¶ Attendance of the 5th Annual Biodiversity Partnership Conference in Aviemore Scotland on the 9th to 

11th October 2007 by Jules Agate (JA) and Philip Briggs (PB); 
¶ Informal discussions between LM and KH and the Joint Nature Conservancy Council (JNCC), NE and 

Defra in relation to how these proposed changes will affect bat conservation through the UK BAP; 
¶ Attendance of Link meetings regarding the implications for the lead partners role by LM and KH on 9th 

and 21st November (discussions still on-going); and 
¶ LM®s attendance of the Institute of Ecology and Environmental Management®s (IEEM) annual 

conference on Ecological Networks held in Nottingham on 14th to 15th November 2007. JNCC and NE 
gave a number of relevant talks. 

 
Bat BAP Steering Group Meeting 
LM organised the annual bat BAP Steering Group Meeting on 3rd December 2007 at the Linnean Society in 
London ²AC chaired the meeting. Twenty bat BAP partners attended (including six BCT staff). Amongst the 
delegates were representatives of all four UK countries including the Statutory Nature Conservation 
Organisations (SNCO®s), the Forestry Commission, Farming and Wildlife Advisory Group (FWAG), The 
Environment Agency, English Heritage and the National Trust. Others who could not attend contributed 
updates via email. 
 
The morning comprised a brief update on activities relating to bat conservation that had been undertaken by 
the bat BAP partners over the last year. This was followed by some highlights of new BCT projects and a 
presentation on the proposed new ­habitats approach® by Tony Mitchell-Jones of NE. 
 
A discussion session was organised for the afternoon on how the proposed new ­habitats approach® could 
work for bat conservation. The delegates split into four groups to discuss the following key questions: 
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1) Which bat species are most suited to a ­conservation delivered through a habitats approach?®. 
Would we anticipate any potential gains over a species-led approach for these species? 

2) Which species / aspects of bat conservation are likely to be difficult to deliver / fall outside of a 
habitats approach? 

3) How do we want the habitat approach to be managed so we can all have faith in it? What role 
should we seek? 

4) The habitat approach is to be delivered through the devolved countries. What should the species 
and issue priorities for the different countries be? What will be needed to ensure overall benefits 
for bats at local, regional and UK scales? 

 
A spokesperson from each group reported back and then each question was opened for discussion amongst 
all. The steering group came to a consensus on a number of issues. LM is currently in the process of writing 
up the minutes, which will be available shortly.  
 
The date of the next bat BAP Steering Group meeting was agreed as Tuesday 25th November 2008. 
 

Wildlife and Countryside Link 
BCT have also attended the following Link meetings: 
¶ Launch of the England Biodiversity Strategy on 02.11.07 (attended by Amy Coyte (AC)); 
¶ Biodiversity Task Force Meeting on 07.11.07 (attended by AC); 
¶ Land use planning meeting on 27.11.07 (attended by AR); 
¶ Attendance of Link®s AGM on 05.12.07 by LM; and 
¶ Attendance of a meeting with NE at York University on 24th October 2007 by LM and AR, to discuss 

appropriate ways of interpreting the list of species referred to under section 41 of the Natural 
Environment and Rural Communities Act (NERC) 2006. NE decided to split the list into a number of 
­sectors® e.g. planning, agriculture, forestry etc. KH and AR subsequently responded to a consultation 
from NE on which species were deemed most appropriate for each sector. 

 

Signposting for BAP Species 
BCT have been contacted by JNCC to complete a ­signposting exercise® to check the previously identified 
conservation actions assigned to the BAP species earlier in the 2007. LM is currently working on this and will 
provide further updates in the next report. 
 

Biodiversity Toolkit 
LM attended the most recent steering group meeting for the proposed Biodiversity Toolkit at the 
Communities and Local Government (CLG) offices on 30th November 2007, chaired by Mike Oxford of the 
Association of Local Government Ecologists (ALGE). Representatives of all four SNCOs, Defra, IEEM and The 
Wildlife Trusts attended the meeting.  
 
The Biodiversity Toolkit will be a web-based tool aimed at all professionals involved in the planning process 
(i.e. planners, government ecologists, consultants, government agencies, statutory bodies, NGOs and planning 
applicants). The website will be hosted (at least in the initial phases) by the existing CLG planning portal 
website. The aim of the toolkit is to provide the target audience with an information resource for all issues 
relating to ecology and planning and we are hopeful that it will improve the way that bats are included in 
the planning process. 
 
It is proposed that the home page will comprise four landscapes: lowland rural, upland, coastal and urban. 
Each landscape will include features that could be of ecological importance which can be ­clicked-on® for 
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further information. The pilot for the toolkit is agricultural barns in the lowland landscape. BCT will be 
involved in advising on bat issues, providing information and establishing links with BCT®s new website.  
 

Natural England General Licensing Consultation 
BCT were contacted in November 2007 by NE to comment on a consultation regarding extending the general 
licensing system in relation to the sale and possession of bats. The current proposals are for a general 
licensing system for the sale of bats acquired before 1994 (commonly taxidermy specimens) and the 
possession of live or dead bats. BCT are in the process of responding to NE on these issues based on 
discussions with some key bat carers earlier in 2007. 
 

Gardening 
Claire Lippold (CP) attended the day-long autumn meeting of the Forum for Gardening with Wildlife in Mind 
on 22nd November 2007 at the Natural History Museum in London. The aim of the forum is ¯To inspire people 
to manage gardens for their own enjoyment in ways which also benefit wildlife° and ¯to provide 
opportunities for information exchange, facilitate mutual assistance, avoid duplication of effort and help 
develop partnerships among members°. The aims of the forum are to: 
 
¶ Cultivate a responsible attitude to the natural environment on the part of gardeners and the garden 

industry; 
¶ To gather evidence supporting the benefits, to people and biodiversity, of gardening with wildlife in 

mind; 
¶ By relaying this evidence, to assist people to make well-informed choices about their gardening 

activities; and 
¶ To help link people and nature, through their gardens, thereby encouraging a wider and deeper 

appreciation of biodiversity and sustainability. 
 

This was the first event that BCT has attended. The next meeting will be in early 2008 and BCT will be 
following the progress of this initiative to ensure bats are considered.  

 
Investigations Project (AR) 
 
BCT is aware of the following incidents:- 
October 
¶ Bristol ² damage to maternity roost at a house, caused by maintenance works carried out by a 

builder.  NE advice had previously been sought but not followed by the builder.  Police were informed 
but it is unlikely that further action will be taken because at the time of the incident the advice did 
not have to be followed, only sought.  

¶ Leicestershire ² barn conversion caused disturbance to bats/damage to roost.  Still being 
investigated.  

¶ Leicestershire ² building works destroyed bat roost.  Police investigating, and planning to put it 
before CPS.   

¶ Wiltshire ² alleged destruction of building containing bat roost.  Still under investigation, NE has 
been informed, but there will probably be no further action because evidence was destroyed early on.   

¶ Sussex ² disturbance of bats caused by household maintenance ² reported by neighbour (anonymous 
caller not wanting to get involved).  No further action at the moment.  NE is aware of incident. 

¶ Bracknell ² dead bat found in a park.  The bat had been set alight.  Reported to police but 
insufficient information to take further action ² this sounds like a cruelty case. 
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¶ Cambridgeshire ² potential damage to bat roost/disturbance of bats because of building 
maintenance.  Police investigated, no further action taken as roost itself is OK. 

 
November 
¶ Essex ² builders destroyed BLE roost.  NE wrote a warning letter to the building contractors, with a 

copy to the police. 
¶ Buckinghamshire ² building works caused disturbance of a bat.  Bat was killed; still under 

investigation by police. 
¶ Devon ² likely disturbance to bats and definite destruction of roost caused by house renovation 

works.  Although this came to light in November, the incident happened in October.  The police and 
NE investigated but only verbal advice was given because of the unacceptable time lag between the 
householder requesting a roost visit and a follow-up call being undertaken (due to pressure on roost 
visitors).   

¶ Cheshire ² building works went ahead without the bat and owl survey having been undertaken first 
(these were a condition of the planning permission).  Still under investigation by the police. 

¶ Sussex ² building works to a school uncovered a bat which was taken to a bat hospital but 
subsequently died.  The works continued and another bat was found, so they sought a roost visit.  NE 
advised that a licence should be obtained before further work.  Still under investigation. 

 
December 
¶ Gloucestershire ² tree branch was lopped with bats roosting in it.  The caller would not leave 

name/number, but did indicate that branch would be left alone for bats to fly out.  Contact has been 
made with the police who are trying to follow this up with only a small amount of information on 
the location. 

¶ Wiltshire ² two disturbance events at the same property.  Firstly loft insulation was installed despite 
it being a bat roost (we are currently trying to find out if the roost access has been blocked).  
Secondly a pest controller entered the loft space and placed mouse bait down despite knowing that 
bats were roosting at the time (they could be seen clearly roosting adjacent to the chimneybreast).  
Potential disturbance.  A roost visit has been organised to assess damage/disturbance.  Ongoing. 

¶ Unknown location ² builder demolishing a chimney disturbed and injured a bat; BCT is still trying to 
get information so that further investigation can be undertaken.   Ongoing. 

¶ Somerset ² alleged damage to bat roost.  Further information being sought by BCT.   Ongoing. 
¶ Yorkshire ² alleged blocking of roost access by meshing garage windows.  Further information is 

being sought by BCT as to location to assess whether this can be further investigated.  Ongoing. 
 
BCT is grateful to consultants, bat workers and the public for assistance in bring cases to light and to the 
police, CPS/PF and the RSPCA for investigating incidents.   
 
Incidents notified to BCT tend to decrease in number during the winter months.  Building and land use 
development continue to be the major cause of bat related crime incidents.  Other ­less concrete® incidents 
and those from ­non-genuine® informants have not been included in this report. 
 
Police partnerships 
Kelvin Jones, Operation Bat Project Officer with the National Wildlife Crime Unit was originally to be in post 
for one year from January 2007 to January 2008.  However, his contract with the NWCU has been extended 
by three months to March 2008 for the interim and BCT is delighted to hear this.  We are hopeful that his 
post will be extended well beyond March 2008.  Kelvin has updated the Operation Bat resources and training 
materials for England and Wales.  An equivalent is being produced for Scotland and hopefully for Northern 
Ireland.  Kelvin continues to assist and follow up bat related crime incidents, and there have been 
improvements within the police forces since he started in post. 
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A meeting is scheduled for the New Year between Kelvin, AR and John Unsworth of the NWCU to investigate 
roles in the prevention, intelligence and enforcement of bat related crime, and how this fits in with the wider 
Defra strategy on Wildlife Crime.  We look forward to continued working with the NWCU, JNCC and police in 
this area in 2008.   
 
Other areas of work connected with preventing bat related crime 
¶ A talk was given to Buckinghamshire Bat Group about the Investigations Project. 
¶ Attended a Forestry Commission meeting with Frank Greenaway and David Hill. 
¶ Attended Pest Tech (with assistance gratefully received from Tamara Kabat of Birmingham & Black 

Country Bat Group, and Penny Angold from Warwickshire Bat Group).  Once again, the National Pest 
Technician®s Association kindly gave BCT a complimentary stand.  This event was well worth 
attending, with lots of interest in bats from delegates.  We are pleased to report that awareness 
raising does seem to be having an impact on pest control professionals; there seemed to be a marked 
improvement this year on the level of knowledge amongst delegates about the legislation 
surrounding bats and roosts, and about the correct procedures to go through.  BCT plans to attend 
Pest Tech again in 2008. 

 
Other areas of AR®s work not covered elsewhere in Biodiversity Section 
¶ Covered Helpline with Kate Bevan for two days in October to enable Helpline staff to undertake their 

training days. 
¶ Ongoing discussions with CCW about a small upcoming WAG proposal for a scoping exercise 

connected with monitoring/mitigation of wind farms in Wales that have already been given 
permission. 

¶ Bats and the law section for the Arboriculture and Bats course has been updated. 
¶ Co-taught two Arboriculture and Bats courses (Edinburgh and Sevenoaks). 
¶ Attended Scottish Bat Conference (Stirling), facilitated licensing workshop. 
¶ There is still a lot of concern amongst bat workers about bats not being properly taken into account 

in land use planning matters, and this continues to generate significant work in trying to improve 
the situation and raise awareness amongst planning officers.  We are hopeful that the web based 
Biodiversity Toolkit will help. 

¶ Attended the Link Land Use Planning meeting.  The Planning Reform Bill is giving cause for concern.  
It is now very likely that the threshold for small householder developments falling within the realm 
of ­permitted development® will be raised, and so larger extensions, micro-generation etc will no 
longer need planning permission.  This could potentially have an adverse impact on bats (as they are 
so closely associated with houses), and BCT has made representation to this effect. 

¶ Ongoing work on the Tir Gofal project, together with KH.  This partnership project is assessing how 
the Tir Gofal prescriptions impact on bats (noctules, 45 and 55 pips, serotines and lesser horseshoes), 
birds, plants and two other mammal species.  When complete it will assist advisers in assessing the 
appropriateness of prescriptions for a number of focal species. 
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Bats and the Built Environment (CW) 
 
Liaison, profile raising and consultation with the building industry or organisations related to the project 
Meetings held 
3 October 07 ² CW met with Mike Waite of the Greater London Authority. This meeting was to consider the 
potential for the GLA being involved in the project being formulated by Jonny Miller of BioRegional on 
provision for bat roosts in low and zero-carbon new build. This was a positive meeting and it was decided 
that a joint meeting with Jonny Miller would be the next step. I agreed to arrange a suitable date. 
 
19 October 07 ² CW attended Bat House Competition meeting at the RSA, London. The project had reached 
the stage where it will now enter the next phase dealing with practical matters in preparation for the actual 
build of the bat house, including fundraising. The next meeting will hand-over the lead role of the project to 
the Wildfowl and Wetland Trust and will look at details to maximize the suitability of the chosen bat house 
design for bats with the designers of the winning design in attendance. 
 
25 October 07 ² CW met with David Mason of Carillion (previously Mowlem), Bracknell. This meeting came 
out of having the opportunity to view British Construction Industry Award entries which included provision 
for bats. Carillion had submitted an entry for work on bridges which showed good practice and additional 
positive measures for bats (it went on to win the small engineering category). Contact was made with 
Carillion and the meeting resulted in several areas of joint working that can be built on, such as sharing of 
information on design of bat provision in bridges and degree of uptake; provision of potential roosts for those 
species requiring flight areas in the public buildings Carillion frequently construct; Carillion produce 
biodiversity sheets about key projects which include information on bats which I gave my comments on and 
wish to encourage as there is great potential in this approach; David expressed interest in the courses that 
BCT run and David has identified a construction project that he would like to put forward as an exemplar for 
bat and other wildlife provision.  
 
6 November 07 ² CW met with Mike Waite (GLA) and Jonny Miller (BioRegional) at City Hall, London. This 
was as a follow up to the previous meeting with Mike to establish the feasibility of working together on a 
project that looks at (i) Running workshops with bat workers and representatives of the building industry to 
allow joint working on a practical approach to allowing for future potential bat roosts in new build, (ii) 
Workshops leading to a design guide that contains specifications for incorporating proactive bat roosts into 
modern build styles; (iii) identifying a low or zero²carbon building development that could be used as an 
example of best practice in consideration of bats from the earliest planning stages. As well as habitat 
considerations to also include bat roosts built into the design of the buildings. The key area of progress that 
emerged during the meeting related to identifying suitable planned developments within the GLA. 
 
7 November 07 ² CW attended a Sustainable Construction Biodiversity Workshop at Defra offices in 
Westminster. BERR and Defra invited 20 people to discuss the Biodiversity chapter of the Draft Strategy for 
Sustainable Construction which was in the consultation phase. It was recognised by BERR and Defra that the 
Biodiversity chapter needed a lot more development to make it of any practical value. Representatives from 
the construction industry and conservation organisations were present although only CW for BCT and Edward 
Mayer for London Swifts were from NGO conservation bodies. Workshop sessions were very productive and 
CW had the opportunity to have a large amount of input. In addition to attending the workshop, BCT have 
sent a formal response to the consultation. It was suggested that BCT (via CW) will be invited onto the 
stakeholder group to take this matter forward. 
 
21 November 07- CW met with Brian Murphy (architect) to review the degree of suitability of bat roost and 
access illustrations, that exist in a range of publications, from the point of view of professionals in the 
building industry, particularly architects. CW also canvassed Brian®s opinion of the viability of various 
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products to overcome the outstanding mitigation issue to be resolved in respect of cavity wall insulation, in 
advance of meeting with the insulation manufacturer. 
 
26 November 07 ² CW met with Tony Mitchell-Jones at Natural England offices, London. This was a meeting 
to update Tony on all aspects of the project to ensure work proceeds in a united manner. It was a very 
positive meeting with Tony being in agreement with the approach to all aspects of the project. Areas for 
closer joint working were identified with a further meeting to be arranged for the New Year. 
 
4 December 07 ² CW met with Tony Aindow, technical director of Knauf Insulation in St. Helens, Merseyside 
to look at how to resolve the outstanding issue around partial fill as a mitigation measure where a bat roost 
is present. A review of the BBA certificate for use of the product and the options that might be acceptable 
within the restrictions were more positive than had been anticipated and resulted in a planned course of 
action with potential to satisfy all regulations and legislation that applies. CW to continue to work with 
Knauf, the National Insulation Association and the British Board of Agrément to take this forward. 
 
14 December 07 ² meeting with Vincent Weir and Amy Coyte to review the progress of the project during the 
second final quarter of the first year. 
 
Liaison other than meetings 
CW continues to work with James Honour of the Building Research Establishment. One of his roles is to carry 
out the training of energy inspectors. James continues to give information on these courses to raise 
awareness of bats and where they are found in buildings and their legal protection. James is planning to 
represent the building industry at the South East England Regional Bat Conference in April 2008. 
 
CW is working closely with Mark Burrows who is the incoming president of the Institution of the Lighting 
Engineers for 2008. Amongst the joint working underway is London®s® Arcadia Project looking at best practice 
for replacement lighting on the warren footpath alongside the Thames and an exemplar lighting replacement 
scheme in Dorset. A 4-page article on bats and lighting has been requested for the ILE Lighting Journal. 
Additionally a request to all readers for examples of where solutions have been engineered to meet wildlife 
needs is being included in the February 2008 issue of the Lighting Journal. CW has been requested to return 
to the 2008 ILE National Conference to present a follow-up paper to the one given in 2007 and CW has also 
been invited to give the Charles Marques Memorial Lecture. 
 
CW is liaising with Tom Webster (ILE) in his role as a Trustee of the David Webster Charitable Trust with 
regard the donation by this Trust to BCT to further research, understanding and promotion with regard 
lighting and bats. 
 
CW has submitted a response to the call for information by the Royal Commission on Environmental 
Pollution with regard the proposed short study on artificial light in the environment. 
 
A review of the ­Regional Sustainability Checklist® and the ­Code for Sustainable Homes® has been carried out 
by CW and submitted to the Building Research Establishment (from where they originate) and the UK Green 
Building Council. 
 
CW has written a strategy for working with the Chartered Institute of Building and this has been sent to 
their technical director.  
 
A proposal has been submitted to the UK Green Building Council for a Task Group on the subject of ­putting 
biodiversity into sustainable building®. 
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The National Federation of Roofing Contractors has responded positively to working with BCT and will be 
looking to distribute information to their 950+ members and have requested a speaker at an event in 2008. 
 
Training and events 
3 October 07 - CIRIA ­Delivering Sustainable Construction on Site® conference, London. CW had a 
complimentary exhibition space at this conference which generated a good deal of interest amongst the 
delegates and included several useful contacts for the project such as a representative of the School of 
Construction at the University of Reading and Grosvenor Estates. CW commented to CIRIA staff on the lack 
of biodiversity in the programme of the conference. This has resulted in a planned Construction Industry 
Environmental Forum (CIEF) conference on ­Biodiversity in Sustainable Construction® in 2008. 
 
27 October 07 ² Welsh Bat Workers® day. CW presented a paper entitled ­Some Findings from the Bat 
Mitigation Conference®.  
 
24 November 07 ² Mammal Society Symposium, London Zoo. CW presented a paper entitled ­A review of 
mitigation for bats in the built environment ² are we learning from experience?® 
 
Awards 
The organisers of the British Construction Industry Awards, who carry out the selection process, arranged 
that any entries which indicated that they had considered the conservation of bats as part of their project 
would have the details supplied to CW. Out of the 180 entries CW was supplied with details of two that did 
have a component relevant to bats and these were reviewed. One of these appeared only to have done what 
would be required under licence but the other had incorporated a good amount of proactive additional 
provision and the firm concerned, Carillion, were contacted to build on this.  
 
CW has approached the organisers of the Sustainability Awards. These awards include biodiversity as a 
consideration. It has been highlighted by CW that the panel of judges would very much benefit from a 
greater representation of expertise in biodiversity within their number. The importance of bats as biodiversity 
indicators was also highlighted. A meeting in the New Year has been requested. 
 
Codes of conduct and guidelines 
Good practice guidelines currently being worked on are: 
 
­Bats and lighting® in collaboration with the Institute of Lighting Engineers (ILE). This is completed and is now 
on the BCT, ILE and Association of Local Government Ecologists (ALGE) websites.  
 
­Bats and cavity wall insulation® with the National Insulation Association. Good progress has been made with 
the outstanding issues following a meeting with a manufacturer but some agreements need to be made with 
the certification organisation- the British Board of Agrément (BBA) before this can be consolidated. A draft 
document is in preparation. 
 
­Bats and changes to the Building Regulations®. Progress continues on this and Natural England is keen to see 
this become available. Tony Mitchell-Jones will comment on the content in relation to the queries from bat 
workers of which he is aware. 
 
­Bats and roofing membranes®. Having made progress with DuPont with regard the mitigation measures 
deemed appropriate options for use with their Tyvek membrane, the outcomes of this have now been used to 
approach other manufacturers and distributors (27).  Feedback has been invited on the proposed mitigation 
measures and the suitability of these for their products or any other ­bat friendly® claims they may have. The 
aim is to host a workshop on mitigation with these companies and bat workers, planned for early summer. 
Following this the document should be able to be completed.

Professional Training  
2008 courses 
The new training brochure has now been printed and distributed to members, bat groups and the training 
mailing list. The new dates have also been updated on the website. Dates for course will be listed below 
under each section. We have already received some bookings for the 2008 courses. 
 
Bats and Bat Surveys 
The five 2008 dates and venues are as follows:

KS will be obtaining feedback from all tutors and then 
deciding on any required amendments.

The option of providing in-house courses for larger companies has once again been advertised in the training 
brochure. 
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The tutors will be meeting in January to discuss changes to the resources, and to look into the possibility of 
developing a follow-up course. 
 
Planning for Protected Species 
The Mammal Society has now appointed a Training Officer, and KS met with her in November to discuss 
taking the courses forward. Each organisation has taken on four regions and will try to make contact with a 
suitable host council in that region. We hope to run at least eight courses this year. 
 

Volunteer training 
Training for Trainers 
We have secured some money from Natural England to run one training for trainers course in 2008. We hope 
also to get some money from CCW and SNH in order that we can run a second one, as there is a long waiting 
list. KS is starting to look at possible dates and venues, and will contact those on the nomination list as soon 
as funding is absolutely confirmed, and dates and venues have been set. 
 
Roost visitor training 
There will be a roost visitor training course in Scotland as normal (see below for dates). This course is also 
available on request to any areas that are struggling to find trainers and have a number of roost visitors who 
require training ² the local Natural England office could be asked to fund the course. 
 
27-29 May   Scottish Church House (Dunblane) 
 
How to Lead a Bat Walk 
Only one date and venue has been set so far (see below), but this may be added to during the year. There are also 
potentially a couple of in-house courses running. 
 
28 June    Langdon Visitor Centre (Essex) 
 
Volunteer training strategy 
It is hoped that BCT will be able to increase the number of courses available to volunteers, now that we have 
received Heritage Lottery money for the Count Bat Officers. KS and the NBMP team will work with the new 
officers on a strategy. 
 
Other Projects 
National Bat Conference (12-14 September, University of Reading) 
Simon Mickleburgh and Nick Tomlinson have agreed to co-organise the content of the conference, and are 
working on this now. A provisional programme and booking form will be published in time for the February 
edition of Bat News. Following positive feedback on the workshop booking system in 2007, this will be 
repeated. KS is also investigating the possibility of piloting an online booking system. This will also be the 
first year that BCT is able to accept credit card payments for conference bookings. 
 
Mitigation conference 
We are now (finally!) making good progress on the proceedings, with drafts for a number of the sessions 
completed. It is hoped that we send out initial drafts in late January to those who attended the conference. 
This is so that they can check that we have noted down details of their case studies correctly, and in the 
hope that we will be able to flesh out some case studies where there are details missing. 
Once these amendments have been incorporated, the final version will be made available on the website. 
 
Bat care/rehab project 
HM has now completed a draft of the guidelines for vets and bat carers, based on the outcomes of the best 
practice workshop held earlier this year. This has been distributed to workshop attendees for 
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comments/amendments. Once agreed, this will be published and distributed to all vet®s practices in the UK 
(funded by BVA-AWF). It will also be available to bat carers, wildlife hospitals and other similar 
establishments. 
 
Once completed, the next stage of the project will be to develop training courses in bat care and 
rehabilitation. We are still seeking funding for the development and running of the workshops, as we don®t 
want volunteers to have to pay too much to attend the course.  
 
Professional licensing scheme 
HM has started work on this, and is putting together a small panel to help her clarify the structure and take 
the project forward. 
 

Staff changes 
Mike Fray left us in early November to pursue a foundation course in Countryside Management. He has been 
replaced by Dave Sutton who has settled in well. He has previously worked in various organisations, including 
National Trust and English Heritage.

Survey Organisation 
The table below shows the number of volunteers who have returned data so far this year and the number of 
sites they surveyed, compared with the figures for 2006. The final column shows the numbers of volunteers 
who we still haven®t heard from this year regarding these surveys ² i.e. they have not sent in their data or 
informed us that they were unable to carry out the survey. These figures show that there is the potential for 
the number of sites surveyed this year to increase further, although at this stage, it is likely that many of 
these volunteers will not return data this year. It is encouraging that the figures for 2007 are similar to those 
for 2006 despite the bad weather we suffered during the survey period this year.

National Bat Colony Survey 
59 volunteers have sent in forms to date, compared with 73 in 2006. 20 volunteers have yet to return their 
forms or indicate that they were unable to take part. Data have been received from 58 roosts. The NBMP and 
NBCS databases have now been integrated and NBCS roosts are included in the Colony Count figures in the 
table above. The number of volunteers participating in the NBCS is gradually declining as no new volunteers 
are recruited to this survey, and because some existing volunteers have switched to NBMP Colony Counts 
surveys instead.  

 
Bats and Roadside Mammals Survey 
The survey recording forms, minidiscs and GPS files for 80 separate 24 mile routes were returned in 2007, 
totalling 3012km of road surveyed. Seventeen groups participated in the survey (Avon, Birmingham and Black 
Country, Cornwall, Central Scotland, Dundee, Clyde, North Ceredigion, Exe, Hampshire, Isle of Wight, Essex, 
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Kent, Warwickshire, Somerset, South Lancashire, Durham and the Isle of Man) with 94 volunteers 
participating overall. All of the recorded sounds were analysed by volunteers. Data analysis was carried out in 
November and December. A total of 3839 bats were recorded from 13 bat species/species groups and a total 
of 416 records of other mammal species were recorded from 25 species/species groups.  For the majority of 
bat species that were encountered in sufficient numbers for analysis the overall encounter rate has been 
relatively constant over the three year study period (2005-2007). All the mammal data from the 2005 (4557 
bat records, 412 other mammal records) and 2006 (5107 bat records, 395 other mammal records) surveys 
have now been uploaded to the National Biodiversity Network (http://www.nbn.org.uk). Records obtained 
during 2007 are in the process of being uploaded to the NBN.  A volunteer at MTUK has started to carry out 
habitat analysis of the data (using control samples) to determine which roadside habitats are important for 
mammals. This will be completed in 2008. A student at the Institute of Zoology (Zoological Society of 
London) used the 2006 survey data to investigate the effect of habitat on bat echolocation calls (Maltby, A. 
2007. Within-species echolocation call plasticity ² variation with foraging habitat in Pipistrellus pipistrellus 
(Chiroptera: Vespertilionidae). The 2007 report is currently being edited and will be available by the end of 
Jan 2008. 
 
Bechstein®s Survey Project 
On 23rd October HM, JA and KH met with Frank Greenaway and David Hill to discuss the project. This 
included background information on the pilot project and discussion of how the surveys and training should 
be structured. The following information was gained from the meeting: 
¶ Basic structure of the training course 
¶ Venue and time frame for the course 
¶ Need for an additional training course to cover the initial map work. This is where bat groups will 

identify all of those woodlands that fit the model criteria. This training session will take place at 
Frank®s house on 23 February 2008. 

¶ Potential bat groups to target for the three year project 
¶ Equipment needed per group 
¶ Details about the launch event 

 
The Launch Event 
This will take place on 7 February 2008 at the Regents Park Conference Centre. Funders, landowners, bat 
groups, media contacts, corporate members and key individuals will be invited to attend. Talks will be given 
by Frank/David and a BCT representative to launch the project prior to the first summer survey season. 
 
Bat Groups 
Four bat groups were approached to take part in the first survey season. These bat groups were chosen 
because of their location (within the known or potential Bechstein®s habitat), as well as their known interest 
in the project and resources available. 
 
HM visited Oxfordshire bat group on 29 November to give a talk on the project, and also visited Surrey bat 
group on 4 December where she met with experienced bat workers from the groups who are keen to take 
part. 
 
A two further bat groups have been approached and have provisionally confirmed their involvement. These 
groups are Cornwall and Carmarthenshire/Glamorgan (who will work together to cover the two areas). A talk 
to Cornwall bat group is planned for late January. 
 
CCW Funding 
On 5 December HM visited the Forestry Commission office in Neath to use their GIS database. The CCW 
Species Challenge Fund has provided BCT with funding for the first year of the project. This is dependent on

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the production of a report outlining potential Bechstein®s habitat in South Wales. It is from these data that 
the Glamorgan/Carmarthenshire areas were identified as containing a number of woodlands matching the 
model criteria. 
 
Training Course  
A four day training course will take place at Juniper Hall in Surrey on 9-12 May. The course will be led by 
Frank and David and aim to cover all aspects of the project and methodology.  Two individuals from each of 
the four bat groups will be invited to attend the course. These skills will then be taken back to the rest of the 
group so that other individuals involved with the survey can be trained in all aspects of the project. 

 
NBMP Waterway Survey/Environment Agency River Habitat Survey predictive model project for 
Daubenton®s bats 
In October PB spent two days at the EA office in Warrington extracting updated River Habitat Survey data 
required for this project. GQA biology data were also required and these were supplied by the EA®s National 
Data Unit in Bristol. All data have been sent to Steve Langton who plans to begin work in January on 
producing the predictive model of Daubenton®s bat distribution based on river habitat characteristics. 
 

Volunteer recruitment and support 
33 new volunteers were recruited between October and December 2007. A breakdown of recruitment sources 
is shown below. The inclusion of volunteers from the All Ireland Waterway Survey, co-ordinated by Bat 
Conservation Ireland, has boosted volunteer numbers and increased the site network in Northern Ireland.

¶ PB attended the National Biodiversity Network Conference at the Natural History Museum on 16th 
November. 

¶ PB attended a Tracking Mammals Partnership meeting at PTES on 12th December. This looked into 
the feasibility of partner organisations co-operating to create a web-based data management system 
that can be used by all. 

 
Reports & publications 

The 2006 Annual Report was made available to volunteers on the BCT website in December. It will be 
publicised by a press release in early 2008. The summary report ¯State of the UK®s Bats 2006° is planned for 
publication in February. 
 

The 2007 Annual Report is to be completed by 1st April 2008 and subsequent years® reports will continue to 
be delivered by the end of the financial year. 
 
A paper, co-written by PB, entitled ¯Ten years of bat monitoring at the WWT London Wetland Centre ² a 
comparison with National Bat Monitoring Programme trends for Greater London° was published in the 
London Naturalist in December. 
 

NBMP data requests 
Between October and December three bat groups completed an NBMP Data Supply and Use Agreement form 
and were sent an up-to-date data feed containing NBMP data from their bat group areas. 
 
Online bat sound library 
This went live in October and is password protected so that it is exclusively for the use of NBMP volunteers 
and BCT members.

Bat Group Officer ² Laura Dunne 
 
I joined BCT on 9th November 2007.   Therefore my activities this quarter have included getting up to 
speed on the specifics of the Bat Group Officer role and also on BCT®s activities more generally.   
 
Bat Groups 
I attended a talk at the Sussex Bat Group on 4th December. I have also arranged to give a talk on bats 
and mitigation to the Surrey Bat Group on 21st February.  
 
Following a third appeal for bat group information sent 23rd November, BCT now holds completed 
activity data sheets for 43 local groups.   Using the information provided, web sheets have been 
prepared for all 43 groups and these have been returned to the group®s main contacts for checking.  As 
of 31st December, we have received final sign-off from 30 groups. I have been designing a slightly 
new layout for the ­find your local group® area of the website; all agreed data sheets will be published 
as part of this in early 2008. 
 
Following discussions between Martin Newman, Steve Lonergan and I, a draft bat group area was 
created within the BIRS database in November.  The aim is to consolidate all bat group contact 
information into one place, making it more efficient and more easily accessible to new users.  Work 
will continue on this after our ­future of BIRS® meeting in January.   
 
Regional representation 
I requested an update on the status of regional meetings on 23rd November.  Responses received from 
the English regional representatives are summarised in the table below.
