Working collaboratively with local bat groups, the Wales Count Bat project will engage more than 
500 volunteers, including people from Welsh language speaking communities, young people, black 
and minority ethnic communities, adults with learning difficulties and people with limited mobility. 
 Similarly to the England Count Bat Project, volunteers will take part in a range of bat conservation 
and educational activities, such as bat walks, bat monitoring programmes, talks, road shows and arts 
and crafts activities, to help them to learn more about the importance of these gentle mammals and 
how they can be best protected in the future.  
 
The project will be run by our new Wales Bat Officer, who will be starting with us on 14th July.

3. European Bat Weekend: a quick reminder 
European Bat Weekend (EBW) 2008 will take place on 30th ς 31st August. As in previous years, EBW 
provides a great opportunity to raise awareness about bats to a wider audience, and encourage 
more people to get involved in bat conservation.
